The New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NH DES) received analytical
results indicating that residential wells were contaminated with 4-dioxane. In March of 2012, NH
DES requested the USEPA’s Emergency planning and response branch to review and assess
residential well analytical data, and provide assistance if possible. GES was awarded the New
Hampshire dioxane site on September 17, 2013. The scope of work for this project included
installation of 11,840 LF of water main and six fire hydrants and blow off valves. During the
course of work directional drilling and blasting was required. GES also had to work closely with
the municipal water supplier to coordinate the service connections of 22 homes and installation
of 47 curb stops during construction. GES was also tasked with decommissioning six residential
wells at the request of NH DES, as well as paving all roadway surfaces affected by the
installation of the water main.

The Crown Cleaners site is a nine acre facility which formerly operated as a dry cleaning and
laundry service. The site consisted of three buildings in poor condition. Two buildings were
interconnected with one standalone building and an elevated 100,000 gallon elevated water
tower in between them. The buildings were a single level with a basement which contained
asbestos. Soil on the site was contaminated with volatile organic compounds and polycyclic
aromatic hydrocarbons (PAH), which was emanating into the local groundwater supply. GES
was tasked with the demolition of the three buildings, including the water tower, as well the
excavation of 15,000 cubic yards of contaminated soil, which required offsite disposal,
backfilling and grading the site and recovering with vegetation.

The Governor Bacon Health Center site at Ft. DuPont State Park sits just south of Delaware City,
DE. The site includes an area known as landfill area #1, located on the banks of the Delaware
River. Portions of this landfill site were submerged at high tide and had begun to erode into the
river. The sediments and soils that were eroding were all contaminated with hazardous
substances; predominantly lead.

GES was tasked with mobilizing equipment and personnel to install temporary measures such as
roads, and fencing, the removal of vegetation and establish and maintain a temporary storage
area for hazardous substances. GES was also required to install temporary erosion &
sedimentation control facilities, such as a construction entrance, siltation fencing, swales,
temporary vegetation and settling ponds, to minimize the release of hazardous substances into
the Delaware River during the response operation. GES was tasked with moving all large debris
and hazardous substances including lead from the landfill area, which included excavating all
contaminated sediments and soils above the high tide line. After contaminated soils had been
excavated GES was required to develop an appropriate
grade and contour and install a soil cover that would
minimize erosion, and provide continued use of the landfill
area for recreational purposes and allow for restoration of
vegetation cover.

On May 26, 2015 a fire and explosion involving illegally stored pyrotechnics occurred at a
warehouse in Hormigueros, PR. The fire badly damaged the steel framing and corrugated metal
siding of the building. Though the fire was largely extinguished a large pocket of material
remained that potentially contained un-reacted pyrotechnics. Firefighting efforts were unable to
extinguish the remaining smoldering pile. GES was tasked to assist the local fire department in
extinguishing the remaining fire by spreading out ash piles, to ensure the proper application of
water to extinguish smoldering combustible materials. GES then had to containerize and
stabilize spent pyrotechnic ash, as well as deactivate live pyrotechnics. Lastly GES had to safely
remove and dispose of all hazardous material from the site.

Fuel oil at the Bee-Line site had been leaking from onsite storage tanks into the Musconetcong
River, a navigable waterway of the US, in Mansfield Township, Warren County, NJ. GES has
been tasked with providing the manpower and equipment necessary to drain #2 fuel oil from
above ground oil storage tanks, associated pipeline and appurtenances. GES also had to deploy
and maintain oil spill booms and sorbent materials as necessary. GES is improving and
maintaining an existing interceptor trench and expanding this trench system as directed by the
USEPA’s on site coordinator. From this trench GES must pump collected #2 fuel oil and stage
in containers for disposal. GES installed isolating structures around contaminated shoreline and
excavated oil contaminated soil to prevent future seepage into the river. GES responsibly
disposed of all contaminated materials and backfilled quarry processed stone.

On September 11, 2014 a fire was discovered at an industrial property at 25 Grant Street in
Bridgeport, CT. The building housed multiple tenants but primarily affected the part leased to
Rowayton Trading Company. The trading company stored various hazardous materials at the
location, and initial reports indicated over 1,000, 55 gallon drums containing almost 2,000
different chemicals were stored on site. The 12 acre site was home to a 97,000 SF facility which
had been damaged by the fire, mostly one story, with part of a two story are reaming intact.

GES was asked to coordinate with a structural engineer to determine to structural integrity of the
buildings prior to the removal of hazardous wastes. GES was then tasked to conduct sampling
and hazardous categorization as needed to segregate, stage and properly characterize waste
streams in preparation for transportation and disposal. GES was required to install necessary
runoff control measures for containment during removal activities, as well as implementing
measures to ensure safe egress and access to containers and materials during characterization,
disposal and restaging operations.

GES was also tasked with coordinated the safe disposal of all waste streams including spent PPE,
including all drums and materials located in and around 25 Grand Street, debris and materials
stored in roll off containers and contaminated soil.

The Medford Housing Authority is an active housing development, supported by the Housing
and Urban Development Agency (HUD) and rent controlled apartment income. The site consists
of a 10.36 acre parcel containing 30 buildings, 28 of which are multi-apartment unit dwellings, a
maintenance building and a community center. The property includes a ball field, several play
areas containing swing sets, slides etc. and a small raised bed community gardening area.

In April 2013, Green Environmental Company Inc. was retained by MacRitchie Engineering
who was contracted by MHA to complete an electrical transformer upgrade program on the
property. Soil samples collected at the sited indicated elevated levels of lead up to 664 mg/kg.
After this discovery further testing was done and more soil samples were taken from around the
10 acre property and most were found to contain high amounts of lead.
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GES was tasked with coordinating site mobilization with the USEPA’s on scene coordinator,
providing equipment operators and a specialist in the removal and backfill of soil from sensitive
areas (i.e. the base of large mature trees). GES was also tasked with excavating soil in the
contaminated areas to a depth of one foot below grade, installing a geotextile fabric to mark the
delineation, backfill and restore vegetative cover.

GES was asked to avoid damage to large trees and their roots in the areas where excavation was
occurring, in order to achieve this, GES consulted with a professional arborist to ensure no trees
were damaged during the removal process. GES was to remove and replace all soil from the
raised garden beds as well as provide a temporary staging area for excavated soils. All
hazardous waste was safely disposed of at licensed offsite disposal facilities.

The Holy Trinity Cemetery site is bordered: to the north and east by Interstate 190; to the
South by another cemetery; and to the west by Robert Avenue and a residential area. The site
consists of two areas of radionuclide contamination located at a cemetery of approximately
31.5 acres in Lewiston, New York. Analytical results obtained from New York State, USEPA
Pre-Remedial Program and USEPA removal Program assessments indicate that material
comprising the earthen layer of the majority of this site property is contaminated with
radionuclides significantly higher than at background conditions (2x higher than background
levels)

GES has been tasked with providing a site specific health a safety plan to deal with the potential
hazards faced, when dealing with the higher levels of radiation at this site during the removal
process. GES was also tasked with clearing all vegetation around the site and installing a 6 foot
high chain link fence to restrict access to the site. A removal plan for the safe excavation and
transportation and disposal of the hazardous fill material was created. Once excavation is
complete backfill will be done with clean, laboratory tested material to ensure that all hazardous
materials have been removed.

The Gorst Creek Landfill is located in a creek ravine approximately 800 feet long and 60¬80 feet
deep. The landfill was created by channeling the creek through a 24-inch culvert at the base of
the ravine and dumping waste on top of the culvert. The amount of waste in the landfill is
unknown but estimated at 150,000 cubic yards.

The weight of the landfill has crushed the creek culvert in at least two locations. The crushed
culvert restricts water flow and when it rains the creek impounds upstream of the landfill, at
times reaching depths of 40 to 60 feet. Impounded water seeps through the landfill and
occasionally flows over its surface, causing erosion and failure of the landfill slope. Slope
failures have uprooted trees, altered the course of the creek, increased sedimentation, and
distributed waste material up to 1/4 mile downstream.

The landfill also presents a threat to State Highway 3 located approximately 100 yards
downstream. Waste from previous landfill slides has blocked the culvert beneath the highway,
requiring the Washington Department of Transportation to clear the culvert to prevent highway
flooding and erosion of the highway embankment.
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The creek is habitat for threatened Chinook salmon and steelhead, as well as coastal cutthroat
trout, a state priority species. Landfill slides degrade downstream water quality and habitat, and
the crushed culvert blocks fish passage to upstream habitat. The Suquamish Tribe operates a
Chinook hatchery 2.5 miles downstream and is concerned about impacts on fish and habitat. The
Tribe has raised treaty rights as an issue.

The landfill is an ongoing source of contaminants to the downstream environment. PCBs,
pesticides (DDE/DDT) and metals (lead, arsenic, mercury, copper, and zinc) have been detected
at concentrations exceeding screening levels. Detected concentrations mostly present an
ecological risk with limited human health concern, but the landfill is continuing to leach
contaminants and future concentrations may exceed the concentrations that EPA has detected in
limited sampling events.

Areas targeted for excavation will include removal of landfill waste. Landfill waste will be
removed to the depth of the 24-inch corrugated metal pipe. Volume of waste has been estimated
at 150,000 cubic yards. This entire volume of material is anticipated to be excavated from the
site and segregated for transportation to recycling or disposal facilities.

GES has been tasked with providing support facilities, manpower and equipment in order to
complete the excavation of this landfill. During the construction period GES will have to divert
Gorst creek around the area and protect it with erosion controls to prevent hazardous materials
from entering the waterway. The landfill waste will be placed in staging areas, and sorted for
transportation to designated recycling or hazardous waste disposal facilities. Estimated
quantities of specified waste include 46,875 tons of municipal and general waste (nonhazardous)
, 7,500 tons of automobile waste (car bodies), 37,500 tons of waste soil (contaminated but non-
hazardous), 100,000 tons of construction waste that includes asbestos-containing material,
100,000 tires, and 18,538 tons of soil contaminated with lead and other heavy metals.

The final phase of construction for this task order is to grade and stabilize the Gorst Creek
Ravine, also the construction of normal flow and overflow channels utilizing fish passage
criteria is required, and revegetation of the creek ravine to prevent erosion.

The Nu-Chrome site was a privately owned metal finishing/electroplating facility located at 161
Graham Road in Fall River, Massachusetts. Based upon information provided by the Fall River
Fire Department, the USEPA expected to find large quantities (several thousand gallons) of
waste water, sludge, and spent plating solutions in vats and tanks. The USEPA also expected to
find chemicals consistent with an electroplating operation (acids, caustics, metal compounds,
cyanides, etc.) in totes, drums and smaller containers, Prior investigations by EPA's RCRA
program had identified surface soil contaminated with chromium adjacent to the building.

GES was tasked with mobilizing appropriate personnel, equipment, expendables, utilities, and
supplies to clear brush and vegetation from site, install utilities and working facilities, provide
site security and install security fencing. GES then had to arrange on-site hazard category
analysis and laboratory analysis of samples for the purpose of arranging for disposal, recycling
or reuse of hazardous waste on site.
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Excavation of debris and surface soils that were contaminated with chromium and or other
contaminants of concern was necessary to remediate the entire site to eliminate the threat of
future pollution to the surrounding areas. Contaminated soil and debris was stockpiled while
awaiting transportation to appropriate EPA approved treatment or disposal facilities. In order to
prevent possible future contamination GES installed a geotextile/ earthen cap over the
contaminated soils that remained at depth or that could not be safely excavated. Backfill was
done with clean laboratory tested fill material and disturbed areas were repaired with vegetative
cover.
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
